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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Gross Domestic Product Gross Domestic Product Called in every Region has been called Gross Regional Product since 2003 ac-
cording to the regulation for which China bureau of statistics stipulates. It is the final products of all resident units in a country (or region)
during a certain period of time. Gross domestic product is expressed in three different forms,i. e. value,income ,and products. The form of
value refers to the total value of all products and services produced by all resident units during a certain period of time minus total value
of input of materials and services of the nature of non — fixed assets or the summation of the value added of all resident units ;the form of
income includes all the income created by all resident units and distributed primarily to all resident and non — resident units ; the form of
products refers to all final goods and services minus net exports of goods and services. In the practice of national accounting, gross domes-
tic product is calculated with three approaches,i. e. product approach,income approach,and expenditure approach respectively to reflect
gross domestic product and its establishment from different aspects.

Constant Price refers to the average price of a given product in a certain year, which is used for comparison of output value over
time. As the output value at constant prices remove the factor of price changes, it reflects the trend of production development over time.
Since 1949, with the changes in general price level,the State Statistics Bureau has issued nationally unified constant prices many times:
the 1952 constant price for 1949 — 1957 ;the 1957 constant price for 1957 — 1971 ;the 1970 constant price for 1971 — 1981 ;the 1980 con-
stant price for 1981 —1990,the 1990 constant price had been used since 1990 ;the 2000 constant price for 2001 — 2005 ; the 2005 con-
stant price for 2006 —2010; the 2010 constant price for 2011 — 2015 ;and the 2015 constant price has been used since 2016.

Average Annual Growth Rate Two methods for calculating average annual growth rate are applied in China,one is often called
“level approach” or the method of calculating geometric average ,which is derived by comparing the level of the last year of the interval
with that of the beginning year;the other is called“accumulative approach” or algebraic average or equation method, which is derived by
the summation of the actual figure of each year in the interval divided by the figure in the base year.

Usually the results calculated by the two methods are fairly close, but they differed sharply when uneven economic development oc-
curred with striking fluctuations in growth.

The average annual growth rates listed in this statistical yearbook are calculated by“level approach” except for the growth rate of in-
vestment in fixed assets. The base years are not included when calculating average annual growth rates. For instance, the average annual
growth rate of the period of The Eleventh Five Year Plan is listed as average annual growth rate of 2006 — 2010 without listing the base
year 2005. And the analogy of this is also for the rest.

State — owned Economic Units refer to various enterprises, institutions, and government administrative organizations at various
levels, social organizations and etc. ,with state ownership of production means.

Collective — owned Economic Units refer to various enterprises and institutions with collective ownership of production means,
including various rural economic organizations engaged in farming,forestry,animal husbandry,and fishery, enterprises and institutions run
by townships and villages ; collective enterprises and institutions run by cities, counties, towns and subdistrict offices.

Private — owned Economic Units refer to economic units owned by private individuals,including individual owned private enter-
prises, jointly owned private enterprises,and private owned companies, Ltd.

Joint Owned Units refer to economic entities jointly invested by enterprises of different types of ownership or by enterprises and
institutions , and the partnerships among the joint owned units can be close, half close ,or loose.

Share Holding Economic Units refer to enterprises invested in the form of share holding with its investment by all the share hold-
ers ,which mainly include companies limited by shares and companies with limited liabilities.

Foreign Owned Economic Units refer to enterprises established by foreigners in the territory of mainland China according to re-
lated economic laws and regulations of the Peoples Republic of China as joint ventures, cooperative corporations,or ventures exclusively
with sole investment,including joint ventures, cooperative enterprises,and foreign enterprises.

Economic Units Funded by Overseas Chinese from Hong Kong,Macao,and Taiwan refer to enterprises established by en-
trepreneurs from Hong Kong, Macao,and Taiwan in the territory of mainland China according to related economic laws and regulations of
the Peoples Republic of China as joint ventures, cooperative corporations and ventures exclusively with sole investment, including joint
ventures , cooperative enterprises,and exclusively invested enterprises.

Three Industries Three Industries Classification of economic activities is a common practice in the world, although the grouping
varies to some extent form country to country.

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Birth Rate( or Crude Birth Rate) refers to the ratio of the number of births to the average population during a certain period of
time (usually a year) ,which is often expressed in %o. The following formula is used:

Number of births
Birth Rate = x 1000%o0

Average Number of Population

Number of Births refers to live births, i. e. the births when babies had showed any vital phenomena regardless of the length of
pregnancy.

Annual Average Number of Population is the average number of population at the beginning of the year and that at the end of
the year. Sometimes it is substituted with the mid - year population.

Death Rate(or Crude Death Rate) refers to the ratio of the number of deaths to the average population( or mid — year popula-
tion) during a certain period of time(usually a year) ,which is often expressed in %o. The following formula is used:

Number of Deaths
Death Rate = x 1000%o0

Average Number of Population

Natural Growth Rate of Population refers to the ratio of natural increase in population ( number of births minus number of
deaths ) in a certain period of time( usually a year) to the average population( or mid — year population ) of the same period. which is often
expressed in %o. The following formula is applied:

Number of Births — Number of Deaths
Natural Growth Rate of Population = % 1000%o

Average Number of Population

Natural Growth Rate of Population = Birth Rate — Death Rate

Employees refers to people who are engaged in social labour and receive remuneration payment or earn business income,inclu-
ding: (1) total staff and workers; (2)re — employed retirees; (3 ) employers of private enterprises; (4) employers of individual economy;
(5) employees in private enterprises and individual economy;(6)employees in township enterprises; (7 ) employees in rural areas;(8)
other employees.

This indicator reflects the actual utilization of total labour force during a certain period of time and is the key to the research on Chi-
nas economic affairs and national power.

State — owned Units refer to economic units where the entire assets are owned by the state,including non — corporation economic
units,, government agencies at all levels, institutions and social organizations which have registered in accordance with the Regulation of
the Peoples Republic of China on the Management of Registration of Corporate Enterprises.

Collective — owned Units refer to economic units where the assets are owned collectively and which have registered in accordance
with the Regulation of the Peoples Republic of China on the Management of Registration of Corporate Enterprises.

Units of other types of ownership Include Cooperative units, joint ownership units, limited liability corporations, share — hold-
ing corporations Ltd, units with investment from HongKong, Macau and Taiwan, units with foreign investment and so on.

Fully Employed Staff and Workers refer to people who work in, and receive wages from their working units, as well as people
who have their work posts, but are temporarily absent from work for reasons of study or sickness, injury or maternal leave and still re-
ceive wages from their working units.

Total Wages of Staff and Workers refer to the total remuneration payment to staff and workers in various units during a certain
Deriod of time. The calculation of total wages is based on the total remuneration payment to staff and workers. Therefore ,all the wages and
salaries and other payments to staff and workers are included in the total wages regardless of their sources, categories,and forms (in kind
or cash).

Average Wage of Staff and Workers refers to the average wage in money terms per person during a certain period of time for
staff and workers in enterprises, institutions, and government agencies, which reflects the general level of wage income during a certain pe-
riod of time and is calculated as follows:

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Brief Description

Data in this chapter involve numbers of industrial enterpri-
ses, the gross industrial output value, sales output, output of key
industrial products, major indicators of industrial enterprises above
designated size in Wuhan City. The content of energy consumption
involves consumption of energy(in standard coal equivalent) and
electricity specifically.

The scope of industrial statistics includes all industrial ente-
rprises within Wuhan city. Before 1997, industrial statistics was
based on types of ownership,and there were mainly six categories
which were industrial enterprises at and above county level with
independent accounting system and productive units without ac-
counting system, village industrial enterprises, urban joint indus-
trial enterprises,rural joint industrial enterprises, urban individu-
al industrial enterprises, and rural industrial enterprises ( not in-
cluded until 1984 ). Since 1998, the categorization of industrial
statistics had been modified as sizes of enterprises which consists

of all state — owned industrial enterprises and those non - state in-
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dustrial enterprises with annual sales of 5 million yuan and above,
non — state industrial enterprises with annual sales below 5 million
yuan. Since 2007, the scope had been adjusted to all industrial
enterprises with annual sales of 5 million yuan and above, and
with annual sales below 5 million yuan. Since 2010, the scope has
been adjusted again, to all industrial enterprises with annual sales
of 20 million yuan and above, and with annual sales below 20
million yuan. The statistics data are prepared from annual indus-
trial statistics reports. Since 2003, industrial statistics have com-
plied with the new standard industrial classification codes and cat-
egorization of big, medium and small enterprises, which leads to
different statistic results on light and heavy industry,as well as in-
dustry dassification from the past.

The statistic scope of energy consumptions was citywide be-
fore 1999 ,and then modified to industrial enterprises above desig-
nated size. Electricity consumption data are provided by Wuhan

Power Supply company.

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Explanatory Notes On Main Statistical Indicators

Industry refers to the material production sector which is engaged in extraction of natural resources and processing and reprocess-
ing of minerals and agricultural products, including( 1) extraction of natural resources,such as mining,salt production,logging( but not in-
cluding hunting and fishing) ; (2) processing and reprocessing of farm and sideline produces such as rice husking, flour milling, winemak-
ing. oil pressing, cotton ginning, silk reeling, spinning and weaving, andleather making; (3 ) manufacture of industrial products, such as
steel making,iron smelting, chemicals manufacturing, petroleum processing, machine building, timber processing water and gas production
and electricity generation and supply ; (4) repairing of industrial products such as the repairing of machinery and means of transport ( in-
cluding cars).

Prior to 1984, the rural industry run by villages and cooperative organizations under village was classified into agriculture. Since
1984 ,it has been grouped into industry.

Units of industrial Statistics and inquiry: They are classified into two categories( 1) corporate industrial enterprises with inde-
pendent accounting system (2 ) industrial establishments.

(1) Corporate industriat enterprises with independent accounting system refer to enterprises engaging in industrial production activi-
ties, which meet the following retluirements ;1. They are established legally, having their own names, organizations,location,able to take
civil liability 2. They possess and use their assets independently, assume liabilities ,and are entitled to sign contracts with other units 3.
They are financially independent and compile their own balance sheets.

(2)Industrial establishnmnts refer to economic units which are located in one single place and engaged entirely or primarily in one
kind of industrial activity,including financially independent industrial enterprises and units engaged in industrial activities under the non
— industrial enterprises(or financially dependent). Industrial establishments generally meet the following requirements: < a > They have
each one location and are engaged in one kind of industry activity <b > They operate and manage their industrial production activities
separately < ¢ > They have accounts of income and expenditures separately.

State — owned Industry refers to industrial enterprises where the means of production or income are owned by the state. Joint
state — private industries and private industries which existed before 1957 have been transformed into state industries. Statistics on these
enterprises have been included in the state — owned industries since 1957 when separation of data was no longer necessary.

Collective Owned industry refers to industrial enterprises where the means of production are owned collectively, including urban
and rural enterprises invested by collectives and enterprises which were formerly owned privately but have been registered in industrial
and commercial administration agency as collective units through raising fund from the public.

Industry of Other Types of Ownerships refers to industrial enterprises( units) of ownerships other than the state — owned econo-
my, collective economy ,individual economy. They include the enterprises of private economy, joint — owned economy, share — holding e-
conomy ( companies limited by shares and companies limited with liabilities ) , foreign — funded economy ( Sino — foreign joint ventures. Si-
no — foreign cooperative enterprises and foreign ventures exclusively with their own investment) , economy funded by the entrepreneurs
from Hong Kong,Macao and Taiwan (joint ventures and cooperative enterprises with the mainland as well as ventures exclusively with
their own investment ) and other types of ownership.

Light industry refers to the industry which produces consumer goods and hand tools. It consists of two categories, depending on
the materials used:

(1) Industries using farm products as raw materials. These are branches of light industry which directly or indirectly use farm prod-
ucts as basic raw materials , including the manufacture of food and beverages, tobacco processing, textile, clothing, fur and leather manu-
facturing, paper making, printing, etc.

(2) Industries using non — farm products as raw materials. These are branches of light industry which use manufactured goods as raw
materials, including the manufacture of cultural, educational articles and sports goods, chemicals, synthetic fiber, chemical products for
daily use, glass products for daily use. metal products for daily use,hand tools, medical apparatus and instruments,and the manufacture of
cultural and clerical machinery.

Heavy industry refers to the industry which produces capital goods, and provides various sectors of the national economy with
necessary material and technical basis. It consists of the following three branches according to the purpose of production or the use of
products

(1) Milling, quarrying and logging industry refers to the industry that extracts natural resources, including extraction of petroleum,
coal ,metal and non — metal ores and logging.

(2)Raw materials industry refers to the industry that provides various sectors of the national economy with raw materials,fuels and
power. It includes smelting and processing of metals, coking and coke chemistry, chemical materials and building materials such as ce-

ment, plywood , and power, petroleum refining and coal dressing.



(3) Manufacturing industry refers to the industry that processes raw materials. It includes machine — building industry which equips
sectors of the national economy,industries of metal structure and cement products,industries producing means of agricultural production,
such as chemical fertilizers and pesticides.

According to the above principle of classification, the repairing trades which are engaged primarity in repairing products of heavy in-
dustry are classified into heavy industry while these engaged in repairing products of light industry are classified into light industry.

Gross Industrial Output Value is the total volume of industrial products sold or available for sale in value terms which reflects
the total achievements and overall scale of industrial production during a given period, It includes the value of the finished products,
which are not to be further processed in the enterprises and have been inspected, packed and put in storage ,the Value of industrial serv-
ices rendered to other units and the ehanges in the value of the semi finished products and products in process between the beginning and
closing of the period( only the enterprises with long production cycle are required to calculate the changes). The gross industrial output
value is calculated with" factory method". No double calculations are to be made within the same enterprise. However, double counting
does oceur among different enterprises.

Output value of light and heavy industries are also classified with the" factory" method. Under normal conditions,if the major prod-
ucts of an industrial enterprise belong to light industry products,the gross output value of that enterprise is classified wholly into light in-
dustry ;the same principle applies to heavy industry.

Value Added of Industry refers to the final results of industrial production of the industrial trade in money terms during the refer-
ence period.

Original Value of Fixed Assets refers to the original value of all fixed assets owned by industrial enterprises, calculated at the
cost paid at the time of purchase, installation, reconstruction, expansion, and technical innovation and transformation of the said assets,
which includes expenses on purchase, package ,transportation, and installation, etc.

Net Value of Fixed Assets is obtained by deducting depreciation over years from the original value of fixed assets.

Working Capital ( Current Assets) refers to assets which can be cashed in or spent or consumed in an operating cycle of one
year or over one year, which includes cash, various deposits, short — term investment, receivable payments, advance payments, and
stock , etc.

Total Value of Profit and Tax(Pre — tax Profits) refers to the sum of the total profits, products sales tax and surcharges and
the value added tax payable of industrial enterprises. It is also called pretax profits.

Energy Consumptions of Industrial Enterprises Energy Consumptions of industrial enterprises in the industrial production and
non — industrial production activities. Including energy utilized as fuel, power, raw materials, auxiliary materials during industrial pro-

duction activities, energy for manufacturing, processing and conversion,and non — industrial production activities

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Gross Output Value of Farming, Forestry, Animal Husbandry and Fishery refers to the total volume of products of farming,
forestry ,animal husbandry and fishery in value terms, which reflects the total scale and total result of agricultural production during a giv-
en period of time.

The statistical coverage of farming,foresiry ,animal husbandry and fishery are as follows:

Specialized state farms( farming, forestry ,animal husbandry , fishery) , farms managed by various government agencies, organizations ,
schools , research institutions ,and army ; farms managed by rural collective organizations at levels of township,town,and village ; farming,
forestry ,animal husbandry, fishery run by mining and industrial enterprises, various rural collective organizations and individual farmers,
and some additional commodity industries of individual farmers.

(1) Farming includes cultivation of farm crops and other agricultural activities. Cultivation includes the cultivation of grain crops,
beans, tubers, cotton, oil — bearing crops, sugar crops,fiber crops,tobacco, vegetables, medicinal herbs, melons and others,and cultivation
and management of tea plantations , mulberry fields and orchards. Other agricultural activities include gathering fruits, fiber, gum and resin
of wild plants,oil — bearing plants, grass wild medicinal herbs,fungus plants,and commodity industries of the rural house holds.

(2)Forestry refers to planting trees of various kinds ( excluding tea plantations, mulberry fields and orchards) , gathering of forest
products, and cutting and felling of bamboo and trees by villages and other cooperative organizations under villages.

(3) Animal husbandry refers to raising and grazing of livestock , raising poultries,,and hunting and raising wild animals.

(4) Fishery refers to cultivation and catching of fish and other aquatic animals and cultivation and collection of sea weed and other
aquatic plants.

Gross output value of agriculture is obtained by first multiplying the output of each product or by — product by its price,resulting in
the output value of each single item. For a small number of products,annual output of which is not available or difficult to get due to the
long production/growing process involved , the output value is estimated through an indirect approach. The sum of output value of all prod-
ucts of farming,forestry,animal husbandry,and fishery is then equal to the gross output value of agricuhure.

Ouptput of Grain refers to the output in the whole country or region including grains produced by state farms, collective units, in-
dustrial enterprises and mines. Grain includes rice, wheat, corn, sorghum, millet and other miscellaneous grains as well as tubers and
beans. Output of beans refers to dry beans without pods. The output of tubers( sweet potatoes and potatoes ,not including taros or cassava)
was converted into that of grain at the ratio 4:.1,1. e. four kilograms of fresh tubers were equivalent to one kilogram of grain up to 1963.
Since 1964 the ratio for conversion has been 5:1.

Output of Oil — bearing Crops refers to the total output of oil — bearing crops of various kinds , including peanuts, ( dry,in shell )
rape seeds,sesame , sunflower seeds,flax seeds,and other oil — bearing crops. Soybeans, oil — bearing woody plants,and wild oil — bearing
crops are not included.

Output of Aquatic Products refers to caiches of both artificially cultured and naturally grown aquatic products, including fish,
shrimps, crabs and shellfish in sea and inland water as well as seaweed. Freshwater plants are not included.

Output of Pork,Beef, and Mutton refers to the meat of slaughtered hogs, cattle ,sheep and goats with head,feet,and offal taken
away.

Cultivated Area refers to farmland which is plowed constantly for growing crops,including cultivated land, newly cultivated land
in the current year,farmland left without cultivation for less than three years and fallow land in the current year, rotation land, rotation
land of grass and crops,farmland with some fruit trees , mulberry trees and other trees and cultivated seashore land ,lake land , and etc. The
land of mulberry fields,tea plantations, orchards, nurseries of young plants, forest land,reed land,natural and man — made grassland and
other land are not included in cultivated land.

Sown Area of Crops refers to area of land sown or transplanted with crops regardless of being in cultivated area or non — cultivat-
ed area. Area of land resown due to natural disasters is also included.

Irrigated Area refers to areas that are effectively irrigated ,i. elevel land which has water source and complete sets of irrigation fa-
cilities to lift and move adequate water for irrigation purpose under normal conditions.

Consumption of Chemical Fertilizers refers to the quantity of chemical fertilizers applied in agricuhure in the year,including ni-
trogenous fertilizer , phosphate fertilizer, potash fertilizer, and compound fertilizer. The consumption of chemical fertilizers is required in
calculation to convert the gross weight into weight containing 100% effective component( eg. 100% nitrogen content in nitrogenous fertiliz-
er,100% phosphorous pentoxide content in phosphate fertilizer,1 00% potasium oxide content in potash fertilizer) . Compound fertilizer is
converted with its major component.

Total Power of Farm Machinery refers to total mechanical power of machinery used in farming,forestry,animal husbandry,and

fishery , including ploughing, irrigation and drainage , harvesting, transport, plant protection, stock breeding,forestry and fishery. The power



of internal combustion engines is required to convert horsepower into watts and the power of electric motors is required to be converted in-
to watts. Machinery employed for non — agricultural purposes,such as the machines used in township — run and village — run industry, con-
struction , non—agncultural transport, scientific experiments and teaching,is excluded.

Laborers Engaged in Farming, Forestry, Animal Husbandry and Fishery refers to the total laborers who are directly engaged
in production of farming,forestry ,animal husbandry and fishery.

Cereals refer to seeds of various kinds of crops that are used mainly for grain. Cereals include paddy,wheat , maize ,millet, Chinese

sorghum, etc. , except beans or tubers.

The Data in this chapter show the size and pace, structural
and proportional relations, funded sources of fixed assets, newly
increased fixed assets,newly increased production capacity of con-
struction projects, or efficiency of the investment in fixed assets
and production of procure construction or professind construction
enterprises and status of real estate enterprises business in re-
posed period by describing the volume of construction and pur-
chase of fixed assets.

The investment in fixed assets in the whole country includes
the investment in capital construction projects over 500 million
yuan, the investment in real estate development,the investment by
individuals in rural areas. Statistics on the investment of projects
over 500 million yuan cover construction projects of 5 million yuan

and above which are invested by enterprises, institutions , adminis-

Investment in Fixed Assets by Sector The classification
of construction projects by sector is determined by the major prod-
ucts of the purpose of the projects when they are put into produc-
tion or use,and by the nature of their social economic activities.
The investment in capital construction is classified by construction
projects , while investment in innovation, other investment by state
owned units and urban collective units are classified according to
the sector which the whole enterprise or institution belongs to. In
general , one project or one enterprise or institution can only be-
long to one sector. In order to reflect the proportions among vari-
ous sectors more accurately, the branch factories of integrated
complex are classified into different sectors according to their eco-

nomic activities.

Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Amount of investment in fixed assets refers to the volume of work in construction and purchases of fixed assets and related
expenses in monetary terms.

Newly Increased Fixed Assets this Year Refer to the value of fixed assets which have been completed in construction, and ac-
cepted by production unit, including investments of equipments,instruments reach the standard of fixed assets, and projects which have
been put into production or use, and other costs should be added. Other construction expenses, which belong to the added value of fixed
assets, should be included in the newly increased fixed assets with projects which are put into use together.

The Construction land cost occurred in which enterprises getting land usage rights by way of transfer should be added into newly in-
creased fixed assets; and cost occunred which real estate and instustrial and other enterprises obtained the land usage rights by means of
recruitment and Bid invitation should not be added into newly increased fixed assets. The cost of renting construction land should not be
included in the newly increased fixed assets.

Floor Space of Buildings Under Construction and Completed refer to total floor space in each story of buildings calculated
from the outside line of building walls,including the space occupied by constructions like pillars or walls and basements. The floor space
of multi — story building includes the total floor space of each story,including area occupied by separating walls, watching rooms, door-
ways, and pillars,but excluding protruding wall structures and artistic decoration,such as steps. The space of recessed verand and tanti-
levered balcony is counted by half of the projection area.

Floor Space of Residential Buildings refers to the floor space of the residential buildings under construction and completed a-
mong the total space of buildings under construction and completed.

Floor Space of Buildings Under Construction refers to floor space of buildings under construction during the reference period,
including newly started buildings, buildings started earlier and continued during the reference period,buildings suspended earlier but re-
started during the reference period, buildings completed during the reference period, and buildings suspended during the reference peri-
od. The floor space of multistoried buildings under construction should be fulled in the sum of space of each floor.

Floor Space of Buildings Completed refers to the floor space of buildings that are completed in the reference period in accord —
ance with the requirements of the design, up to the standard for putting them into use or living,and have been checked and accepted by
concerned departments as qualified ones or reach the standard of completion acceptance.

Main Business Revenue refers to the income of the main business confirmed by enterprises, such as the sale of goods,services,
etc. Enterprise accountant fill in data on the final credit balance before carry — over of the subject of the accounting®main business in-
come” . The enterprise implementing the accounting standards for Business Enterprises or small — sized enterprises fill instead of“ Business
income” ,if the enterprise doesn’t set the subject.

Total Profits refers to the enterprise$ operating results of a certain accounting period, it is the production and operation of a varie-
ty of income after deducting the cost of surplus,and is a reflection of the enterprise in the reporting period to achieve the totalprofit and
loss. The total profit is the sales profit plus sales exclusive income, minus sales exclusive expense. Enterprise fill data according to the
current amount of the total profit project in the accounting profit table.

For the enterprise implementing the Accounting Standards for Business Enterprises or small — sized enterprises, For the enterprise
implementing other accounting standards, the total profit is the sales profit plus investment income, subsidy income, sales exclusive in-
come, minus Sales exclusive expenses.

Gross Output Value of Construction refers to the gross output value of construction and services showed in moneytary terms pro-
duced by construction enterprises during a certain period. It includes:

(1) Output value of construction projects,that is the value of projects covered by the project budgets;

(2) Output value of installation projects,that is the value of the installation of equipment and the value of assembling prefabricated
parts into building engineering products.

(3) Output Value of Others :refers to output value exdude output value of aonstruction projects and output value of instcellation pro-
jects in Gross Output Value of Construction. It includes output value of repair of buildings and structures, output value of manfactured
nonstandard equipment and management expenses iohich main contractors collect from Subcontractors. and output value of construction

activities which can not be clearly defined and others.

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Explanatory Notes On Main Statistical Indicators

Freight( Passenger ) Traffc refers to the volume of freight ( passenger) transported with various means within a specific period of
time. This indicatar reflects the service of the transport industry towards the national economy and peoples living conditions, as well as an
important indicator used in formulating and monitoring transport production plans and research into the scale and pace of transport devel-
opment. Freight transport is calculated in tons and passenger traffic is calculated in terms of number of persons. Freigh transport is calcu-
lated in terms of the actual weight of the goods and takes no account of the type of freight and distance of travel. Passenger traffic is cal-
culated by the principle that one person can be counted only once in one trip and takes no account of the travelling distance and ticket
price. The passengers who travel with a half price ticket or a childs ticket is also calculated as one person.

Freight ( Passenger ) Turnover refers to the sum of the product of the volume of transported cargo( passengers ) multiplied by the
transport distance. It is an important indicator to reflect the achievement of the transportation industry. This is an important indicator to
show the total results of the transport industry ;to prepare and examine the transport plan;and to serve as the main basic data for calculat-
ing the efficiency labour productivity and unit cost of transport. Normally,the shortest distance between the departure station and the des-
tination station(i. e. ,the payable distance)is the basis in calculating the freight ton — kilometres. The formulas as foflows

Turnover Volume of Freight( Passenger) Trafficc = Y, Freight ( Passenger) Y, Freight( Passenger) Distance of Transportation

Ports Cargo Throughput Capacity refers to the volume of cargo passing in and out the harbor area and having been loaded and
unloaded. The volume of freight handled may be classified as in — port&out — port. It can also be classified as national trade and interna-
tional trade by the attribute of trade or be classified by the classification of cargo according to the standard of Transportation use" The
Classification and Code of Transported Cargo" .

Business Volume of Post and Telecommunications Services refers to the total amount of post and telecommunications services,
expressed in value terms, provided by the post and telecommunications departments for the society. Post and telecommunications services
can be classified as ietters, parcels, remittance issue of newspapers and magazines ,fastmail service,express mail service,savings deposits,
stamps for collection, public and individual telegraph service, facsimiles, long — distance telephone service, leasing of telephonelines , ur-
ban paging service,mobile telephone service,data transfer and transmission etc. The accounting approach is to multiply the service prod-
ucts of all types with their average unit price ( constant price) to get sum of business value, plus income from other services such as leasing
of telephone lines and equipment, maintenance of telephone switchboards and lines on behalf of customers. This indicator reflects the o-
verall results of post and telecommunications service during a given period,and is important to study the composition of business service
and the development of post and telecommunications service. The formulas as follows

Business volume of Post and Telecommunication Services = Y, ( Transaction of Post and Telecommunication Services Constant Price)
+ Income from leasing. Maintenance and Other Services = Business Volume of Post + Business Volume of Telecommunication.

Number of Civil Vehicles refers to the total number of vehicles that are registered and received vehicles license according to the
Work Standard for Motor Vehicles Registration formulated by transport management office under department of public security at the end
of reference period. They are divided into following categories according to the structure of motor vehicles : passenger vehicles, trucks and
others ; private vehicles and vehicles for units use according to ownerships ; working vehicles, non — working vehicles and special motor ve-
hicles according to kind of usage ;large passenger vehicles, medium passenger vehicles,small passenger vehicles and mini passenger vehi-
cle,heavy trucks,medium trucks,light trucks and mini trucks according to sizes of vehicles.

Capacity of Office Telephone Exchanges refers to the capacity ( measured in gate ) of telephone exchanges installed in the offices
of telecommunication service providers for communication between fixed telephones. It indudes the capacity of both manual and automatic
exchanges in use and for stand—by purpose, excluding the capacity of subscribers’ exchanges.

Capacity of Mobile Telephone Exchanges refers to the capacity of the maximum services provided to subscribers at one time ba-

sing on a certain model and transacting capacity of the mobile telephone exchanges.

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Total Retail Sales of Consumer Goods refer to the amount obtained by enterprises (units, self — employed individuals ) through
direct sales of non — production and non — business physical commodity to individuals, social institutions, and revenue from providing cate-
ring services. Individuals include rural and urban households, population from abroad, social institutions include government agencies, so-
cial organizations , military units,schools , institutions , neighbourhood ( village ) committees.

Total Purchases of Commodities refer to the value of commodities(including VAT) purchased by the enterpises from other units
or individuals (including dirct import from abroad ) for the purpose of reselling, either with or without further processing of commodities
purchased. This indicator is used to show the total value of purchases of commodities by wholesale and retail establishments from domestic
and overseas market.

The total purchases include; (1) Commodities purchased from agricultural and industrial producers, wholesle and retail establish-
ments , accommodation and catering establishments, publishers or distribution dapartment of newspaper offices, and other service establish-
ments; (2) Commodities purchased from government agencies and public institutions ; (3) Confiscated goods purchased from customs au-
thories or market management agencies; (4) Second — hand goods and wastes purchased from residents.

Excluded are ; (1) Commodities purchased by enterprises for use in their own business operation without buying or selling proce-
dures, including material assets, packing,low — value consumables and office supplies, etc; (2) Commodities obtained without buying or
selling procedures,such as goods handed over from other enterprises and institutions, borrowed goods, goods preserved for other units,
samples donated by others, finished products recycled after processing,etc; (3) Commission income from brokerage in transactions whose
settlement is directly handled by buyers and sellers; (4) Rejected commodities in purchase and goods which buyers refuse to pay the
price; (5) Commodities overage.

Total Sales of Commodities refer to value of commodities sold by the establishments to other establishments and individuals (in-
volving commodities sold for self consumption,including VAT) . This indicator is used to show the total value of sales of commodities at
domestic markets and exports.

The total sales include: (1) commodities sold to urban and rural residents and social groups for their consumption; (2 ) commodities
sold to establishments in agriculture, industry , construction service and other professions for their production and operation, including who-
lessle and retail establishments for re — selling, with or without further processing; (3) commdities for direct export to other countries.

Excluded are: (1) commodities transferred without buying or selling procedures,such an goods handed over to other enterprises and
institutions because of the change of the organizations, lent goods, returned good preserved for others, extended processing materials and
samples donated to others,etc; (2) commission income from brokerage in transactions whose settlement is directly handled by buyers and
sellers ; (3) rejected commodities in the purchase; (4)loss in commodities ; (5) waste and used materials used by the establishments them-
selves.

Business Revenue refer to revenue received from providing services or selling commodities by establishments in hotel and catering
services , including income from hotel rooms , from catering services ,from selling of commodities and from other services. Income from cate-
ring, selling commodities and other sources by units attached to the corporated enterprises but in other professions are excluded.

Chain Head Store( headquarter) refer to the core leading stores responsible for development ,allocation,administration and uti-
lization of resources( name of stores,brand of stores, operation model ,service standard ,management way , etc. ) of chain stores. Chain store
operation refers to the organization of stores which engaged in providing homogeneous commodities or services, using unique name of
stores , under the central leadership of head store ,adopting centralized purchasing or franchising or other ways in order to gain scale bene-
fits. There are three organizations to achieve scale benefits in chain stores,including direct management , special permit,voluntary arrange-
ment.

Commodity Trading Markets Refers to the trading places established with the approval of relevant departments and organiza-
tions, with a fixed place, facilities, management department and supervisors, in which the number of market operators trading consumer
goods, means of production and other spot commodities, and providing related services independently openly with concentration for more
than three months or all the year round, including all kinds of consumer goods market, production market, etc.

Urban Commercial Complex refers to a large — scale building complex with a regional center and a shopping center as the lead-
ing factor, which integrates many major urban functions such as commercial retailing, catering, leisure and health preservation, enter-
tainment, culture and education, and provides comprehensive services to all kinds of consumer groups.

Total Import and Export of Goods refer to the real value of commodities imported and exported across the border of China. They
include the actual imports and exports through foreign trade ,imported and exported goods under the processing and assembling trades and
materials, supplies and gifts as aid given gratis between governments and by the United Nations and other international organizations,and

contributions donated by overseas Chinese,compatriots in Hong Kong and Macao and Chinese with foreign citizenship,leasing commodi-
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ties owned by tenant at the expiration of leasing period,the imported and exported commodities processed with imported materials, com-
modities trading in border areas( excluding mutual exchange goods) ,the imported and exported commodities and articles for public use of
the Sino—foreign joint ventures, cooperative enterprises and ventures with sole foreign investment. Also included is import or export of
samples and advertising goods for which CIF or FOB value are beyond the permitted ceiling( excluding goods of no trading or use value
and free commodities for export) ,imported goods sold in China from bonded warehouses and other imported or exported goods. The indi-
cator of the total imports and exports at customs can be used to observe the total size of external trade in a country. In accordance with the
stipulation of the Chinese government,imports are calculated at CIF,while exports are calculated at FOB.

Utilization of Foreign Capital refers to remittance, equipment and technology financed from abroad, by loans, foreign direct in-
vestment and other forms undertaken by the Chinese governments at all levels, by various departments, enterprises and other economic u-
nits.

Foreign Direct Investment refer to the investments inside China by foreign enterprises and economic organizations or individuals
(including overseas Chinese,compatriots from Hong Kong,Macao and Taiwan,and Chinese enterprises registered abroad) , following the
relevant policies and laws of China,for the establishment of ventures exclusively with foreign own investment, Sino — foreign joint ventures
and cooperative enterprises or for co — operative exploration of resources with enterprises or economic organizations in China. It includes
the re — investment of the foreign entrepreneurs with the profits gained from the investment and the funds that enterprises borrow from a-
broad in the total investment of projects which are approved by the relevant depantment of the government.

Number of Tourists (1) International tourists refer to foreigners, overseas Chinese, Chinese compatriots from Hong Kong, Macao
and Taiwan coming to China for sight — seeing, visits, tours , family reunions, vacations, study tours, conferences and other activities of a
business , scientifc and technolongical , cultural , educational and religious nature. It does not include representatives and employees of res-
ident instiututions of foreign countries in China such as embassies, consulates ,news agencies and offices of foreign companies and organi-
zations, nor does it include long — term foreign experts or studentss residing in China,or persons in transition without spending a night in
China.

(2) Chinese residents goning abroad refer to Chinese residents going abroad for short terms for either public business or private pur-
poses. Chinese employees working on international transport carriers are included in those going abroad for public business purpose,not
in those for private purpose.

(3) Domestic tourists refer to residents of the mainland of China who stay for one night at least but no more than 6 months at tourist
facilities in other places than their permanent residece within the territory of the mainland China, including foreigners, overseas Chinese

and Chinese compatriots from Hong Kong,Macao and Taiwan who have resided in China for over one year.

Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Government Revenue refers to the revenue of the government finance by means of participating in the distribution of the social
products ,which is the financial resources for ensuring the government to function, The contents of government revenue have been
changed several times. Now it includes the following main items; (1) Various tax revenues, (2) Special revenues, (3) Other revenues.

Government Expenditure refers to the distribution and use of the funds the government finance has raised, so as to meet the
needs of economic construction and various causes. It includes the following main items: (1) expenditure for general public services; (2)
expenditure for national defence; (3 ) expenditure for public security; (4 ) expenditure for education; (5) expenditure for science and tech-
nology ; (6) expenditure for culture,sport and media; (7 ) expenditure for social safety net and employment effort; (8 ) expenditure for med-
ical and health care; (9) expenditure for environment protection; ( 10) expenditure for urban and rural community affairs; (11 ) expendi-
ture for agriculture, forestry and water conservancy ; (12 ) expenditure for transportation.

Credit Funds refer to the funds issued as loans by state banks. The sources of credit funds of the Peoples Bank of China included
deposits, liabilities to international financial institutions, currency in circulation, self — owned fund and current retained profits, etc. The
credit funds can be used in forms of loans, gold, foreign exchange, government debt and assets in the international financial institulions

Deposits is a form of credit by which enterprises, institutions, organizations or households can put money into banks and other
credit institutions for safekeeping and interest earning under the principle of free withdrawal. According to different depositors, deposits
are divided into enterprise deposits , treasury deposits , deposits of government agencies and organizations , capital construction deposits , ur-
ban savings deposits,rural deposits and other deposits. Deposits are major sources of the credit funds of banks.

Loan is a form of credit by which banks and other credit institutions provide funds at certain interest rate to enterprises and indi-
viduals in the light of the principle of unconditional repayment. Loans from Chinese banks include circulating capital loans, fixed assets-
loans , loans to urban and rural individuals engaged in industrial and commercial business and agricultural loans.

Premium refers to the fee paid by the insurant to the insurer for the rights to gain compensation of economic loss from the insurer
after accidents in the range have happened,according to the relevant items on insurance contract. It includes the income from the deposit
of property insurance and personal insurance.

Claim is the compensation paid by the insurant to the insurance in accordance with the insurance contract for the loss which has
been checked and found to be in the range of liability of the insurance after all accident has happened to the insured property or to a per-

son who has insured his life. It iS further divided into settled and unsettled claim.
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Brief Description

This information is reflected in the price fluctuation trend
and range of production, circulation and consumption,and the in-
come, consumption and other living conditions of urban and rural
residents in Wuhan. The price fluctuation trend and amplitude da-
ta mainly include consumer price index. commodity retail price in-
dex , industrial producer price index and producer price index. The
main contents of urban and rural residents living conditions in-
clude the residents’ cash and real income,housing and labor em-
ployment , housing and consumer durable goods.

Consumer price index and commodity retail price index: Ac-
cording to the stratified sampling method that the State Statistical
Bureau unified organized, after the choice of the survey point and
representative specification, designated person use a PDA direct
acquisition price at appointed time in designated place. Then, ac-
cording the weight calculated through Household consumption ex-
penditure composition and retail sales of social consumer goods,
the consumer price index and the commodity retail price index
could be calculated. Industrial producer prices : Industrial producer
prices include the first factory price of enterprise products and
purchase price of raw materials. ruel and power as the middle in-
put. ( Abbreviation is Industrial producer purchased price ). Provi-
sions on State Statistical Bureau’ s system of investigation about
Industrial producer price statistics , using the survey method based
on key investigation and typical investigation, through the Repre-
sentative products ‘s data submitted by designated enterprise, ac-
cording Industrial sales value,input — output data, and the weight
of industrial products, we calculated Industrial producer prices.
Key research object are the industrial enterprises selected by subj
ective sample method in which annual main business income is
more than 20000000 yuan. Typical survey object are the industrial

In accordance
with the above method, We conducted investigation in about 1 200
households distributing in 11 3 investigated district of 7 central ar-
eas and 6 new urban areas. The investigators collected information
about household income and consumption and other living condi-
tions through a home visit. Feedback is responsed from Hubei In-
vestigation Corps of State Statistical Bureau. after the survey data
is sent to them and assessed by them. Then we get the data of res-
ident disposable income and expenditure according the feedback.

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Explanatory Notes on Main Statistical Indicators

Research and Development( R&D) refers to systematic and creative activities in the field of science and technology aiming at
increasing the onowledge and using the knowledge for new application. R&D includes 3 categories of activities : basic research, applied
research and experiments and development.

Basic Research Refer to experimental and theoretical researches in order to obtain new knowledge about phenomena and observa-
ble facts to the basic principle( to reveal the essence and motion law of the objective things, obtain new discoveries, new theories). It is
not for the purpose of any special or specific application or use. The results forms are the scientific papers, monographs in major.

Application research Refers to creative study in order to obtain new knowledge, mainly for a particular purpose or goals. Appli-
cation research is to determine the possible use of the basis results of research, or exploring new methods (the original rational) or new
ways should be taken for achieving the goal. The results forms are the scientific papers, monographs, original rational model or patents for
inventions in major.

Experimental Development refers to systematic work of using existing knowledge from basic research, application research and
practical experience, to produce new products, materials and devices, build new technology, systems and services, and improve the pro-
duction and the establishment of the above — mentioned substantial. The results forms are mainly patents, proprietary technology, prod-
ucts and prototypes with basic characteristics of new products, or original prototypes with basic characteristics of the new devices. In the
social science area, test development refers to process of converting the knowledge obtained from basic research, application research into
plans could be implemented (including the implementation of demonstration projects for inspection and assessment). Humanities area
has no corresponding test development activities.

R&D Personnel Refers to personnels engaged in basic research, application research and experimental development activities in
units. Including personnels directly participating in the above three kinds of project activities and management and service personnels of
the three kinds of projects, and personnels providing direct service for r&d including directly provide information literature, material sup-
ply, equipment maintenance and other services.

R&D Expenditure Refers to the actual expenditure of investigation unit used for internal R&D activities ( basic research, appli-
cation research, development of application) in the annual report. Includeing direct spending for R&D items (projects) , and indirectly
spending for R&D active management, service, and the basic construction spending related to R&D activities and outsourcing processing
fee, etc. productive activities expenses, and loan repayment expenses, and expenses turing to other units by cooperating with other units
or entrusting other units for R&D activities.

Regular Institutions of Higher Learning refer to educational establishments set up according to the government evaluation and
approval procedures, enrolling graduates from senior secondary schools and providing higher eduction courses and training for senior
Drofessionals. They include full — time universities, colleges , high professional schools and short — term professional universities.

Institutions of Higher Learning for Adults refer to educational establishments,set up in line with relevant rules approved by the
government , enrolling staff and workers with senior secondary school or equivalent education,and providing higher education courses in
many forms of full — time, part — time , spare — time , or correspondence for adults. In these institutions, where professionals are trained with
higher education specialist or undergraduate course graduate level,length of schooling, curriculum offering and the total number of class
hours are set and put into practice in accordance with the requirements of higher curricula education. Institutions of higher learning for a-
dults include Radio and TV universities, school of high education for staff and workers and peasants, colleges for management cadres , ped-
agogical colleges,and independent correspondence colleges.

Independent Research and Development Institutions refor to the state — — owned institutions that have direct mission and re-
search purpose. a certain number of core members with higher research level and a certain number of research personnel , favorable condi-
tions for R&D and engaging in scientific research and technological development. The institutions also have their own independent organi-
zation and finance , authority to sign contracts with other units, with their own accounts in banks. Independent Research and Development
Institutions contains stated — owned , independent scientific research and technology development organizations belong to ministries of State
Council, Chinese Academy of Sciences,Chinese Academy of Social Sciences and ministries of provinces, autonomous regions, municipali-
ties and others at or above the level of cities.

Personnel of independent Research and Development Institutions refers to the persons who work and receive payment inre-
search and development institutions. It includes regular full — time and temporary staff and workers, but excludes retirees and persons who
leave their work temporarily without payment but still retain their posts.

Patent applications refers to the number of applications for technical invention patents accepted by the patent office. It is the sum
of invention applications, utility model applications and design applications.

Inventions refer to the inventions as specified by the patent law and its detailed rules and regulations for implementation. They re-
fer to the new technical proposals to the products or methods or their modifications.

Utility Models refer to the utility models as specified by the patent law and its detailed rules and regulations for implementation.
They refer to the practical and new technical proposals on the shape and structure of the product or the combination of both.

Designs refer to the designs as specified by the patent law and its detailed rules and regulation for implementation. They refer to
the aesthetics and industry applicable new designs for the shape, pattern and color of the product,or their combinations.

Cultural Institutions refer to units that have their own organizational system and independent accounting system and specialize in
or serve cultural development. They exclude other establishments with independent accounting system run by these cultural institutions
and amateur cultural groups established by various departments.

Art Troupe refers to the troupe which is engaged in drama,opera,music, dance, acrobatics or other art performance,opens inde-
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pendent accounts with banks and has self supporting accounting system. excluding the troupes which are engaged partly in industrial or
agricultural activities, partly in art performance and the professional troupes organized by the people.

Number of Athletes in Grades refers to the number of athletes who have been given titles through examination. The tides of ath-
letes include international masters of sports, masters of sports, first — grade, second — grade and third — grade sportsmen and young ath-
letes.

Number of Referees in Grades refers to he number of referees who have been given titles after examination. They are classifled
as international referees. national referees and referees of the first,second and third grades.

Hospitals refer to medical institutions named as” hospital” with permanent hospital beds. which are able to take in — patients and
Drovide them with medical and nursing services. Hospitals are classified into three categories ; hospitals at or above the county level, hos-
pitals of vural townships. and other hospitals. According to their ownership, hospitals can be classified into three categories : hospitals un-
der the public health departments , hospitals under industrial and other departments and collective — owned hospitals. Hospitals at or above
county level are divided into comprehensive and specialized hospitals. according to business nature.

Medical Technical Personnel refers to all permanent medical staff and workers employed by medical institutions , includingdoctors
0f Chinese and Western medicine. senior doctors who integrate traditional Chinese therapeutics with Western therapeutics in practice , sen-
ior nurses , pharmacists of Chinese and Western medicine, laboratory specialists, other specialists, paramedics of Chinese and Westem
medicine , nurses , midwives , druggists in Chinese and Western medicine, laboratory technicians, other technicians, other practiffoners Of
Chinese medicine. nursing attendants. pharmacological workers of Chinese and Western medicine, laboratory workers, and other primary
medical personnel.

Doctors refer to qualified professional medical workers approved to practice by public health departments. They are classified in to
doctors Of Chinese medicine. doctors of Western medicine, senior doctors who integrate traditional Chinese therapeutics with Western ther-
apeutics in practice , paramedicS of Chinese medicine and Western medicine ,and other specialists of Chinese medicine.

Social Welfare Institutions refer to institutions taking care of old people without children, handicapped people and orphans, They
include social weflare institutions run by civil affairs departments, childrens welfare institutions, social welfare institutions for mental pa-
tients ,and collective — owned old peopleS homes in rural areas.

Number of People Taken in by Social Welfare institutions refers to the number of old people, children, totally dependent hand-
icapped people and mental patients taken in by social welfare institutions run by civil" affairs departments and those run by collective u-
nits in urban and rural areas.

Lawyers are legal workers who are employed by legal counseling firms to act as legal advisers,agents in criminal or civil lawsuits,
or defenders in criminal lawsuits, or to handle non litigious legal affairs,to advise on matters of law or to write legal papers for others. Both
full - time and part — time lawyers are included.

Notary Personnel refer to judicial workers of the state notary offices handling notarization work according to law.

They include notaries , assistant notaries ,and other people working for notary offices.

Notarized refer to the wuinber of documents settled by notary offices in a certain period. The notarized documents are drawn up in
ac — cordance with the regulations of the Ministry of Justice. including domestic documents and foreign related documents. Domestic docu-
ments are divided into two major categories, documents on economic contracts and documents on civil legal relations.

Volume of Industrial Waste Water up to the Standard for Discharge refers to the volume of discharged industrial waste water
that, with or without treatment, has come up to the national or local standards for discharge. For the national standards for discharge, plese
see GB89Y78 - 88.

Volume of Industrial Waste Gas Emission refers to the volume waste gas emitted from burning of fuels and from production
process in the area of the factory,and is weasured by standard condotion 273k, 101325Pa]).

Volume of Industrial Soot Discharged refers to the volume of solid soot,in the smoke discharged in the process of fuel burning
in the area of the factory.

Volurme of Industrial Dust Discharged refers to the total weight of solid dust discharged by industrial enterprises in the produc-
tion process,such as dust of refractory materials from iron plants, dust from coke screening system or from sintering machines of coking
plants, dust from lime kilns, cement dust from building material enterprises, etc. , but excluding smoke and dust discharged by power
plants.

Volume of industrial Solid Wastes Produced refers to the total volume of solid. semi — solid or highconcentration liquid residue
produced by industrial enterprises in their production process,including dangerous wastes ,residues from melting, slag,, powdered coal ash,
gangue , chemical residues, tailings , radioactive residues ;and other residues, but excluding stripped or dug stones in mining( except gangue
and acid or alkali stones which stones are washed or soaked by water with a PH value smaller than 4 or larger than 1 0.5.)

Output Value or Products Made from Utilization of Waste Gas. Waste Water and industrial Solid Wastes refers to the val-
ue of products( calculated at current prices) made by industrial enterprises using recovered waste water,waste gas or solid wastes as main
raw materials. Only the value of the products that have been sold or are ready to be sold should be included. The value of the products
that will be used in the production of the enterprises should not be included.
